Additional Experience & Comments

I have hands on repair and upgrade experience with IBM PC’s and compatibles, ranging from the IBM PC XT up to the recent genre of systems, including AMD, Cyrix, and Intel based systems.  I am familiar with the following PC bus styles: ISA, EISA, MCA, VLB, PCI, AGP, PCI Express, USB, and IEEE-1394 (aka Firewire).  I am familiar with the following operating systems: MS-DOS 3.3 and later, Windows 3.x/9x/ME/NT/2000/XP; Novell 3.1x/4.11; Linux; BeOS 5.0; OS/2 2.x.  I have also acted as System Administrator on a Data General Eclipse MV/4000 (running the AOS/VS operating system).  I have fair understanding of Macintosh systems and have used Mac OS versions 7.x, 8.x, 9.x, and OS X.

I have experience with 10Base2, 10BaseT, and 100BaseTX networking.  I am familiar with Ascend and Netgear ISDN routers, as well as LinkSys and Netgear cable/DSL routers.  I have used a dual CPU (dual Pentium Pro motherboard with 2 Pentium II OverDrive processors installed) Netware 4.11 server. I also used to run a personal Linux system to act as a SaMBa server (for Windows networking), AppleShare server (for sharing files with the Mac systems on my LAN), and an IP masquerading router and firewall for use with cable/DSL modem service.

I own and administer a Linux server that runs multiple domains for web/email serving, as well as being my home email address.

I have fair skills with PCB level work/repair.  I have designed and built several pet projects requiring soldering, even added some surface mount components to expand a device’s functionality, as well as repairing minor damages on various PCB’s.

On the programming side of things, I have written a program called CD-Share, which was designed to help with BBS systems running a CD-ROM mini-changer.  I had received registrations on that program from eight of the United States, as well as from Australia.  I also had inquiries from prospective registrants in Finland and Canada. While working at the NewRoads job, I developed a Visual BASIC application to simplify many of the numerous emails that were sent out by all the shifts.
